éecond floor is 815.00 sq mtrs. Third floor is 815.00 sq mtrs. Fourth
floor is 815.00 sq mtrs , total building area is 4075.00 sq mtrs out of
which the area of ground floor and Fourth floor is 4075 sq mtrs. We
prefer to run the 1 to 9 standard in the ground floor and 4" floor, it
includes 30 class rooms 3 teachers room , library and admin offices,

toilets are available in every floor.
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There is field besides the building , we instructed the building owner to
submit the certificates of Drinking water & Sanitary.,

The building is equipped with lift to access ground floor first, second
floor , third floor and fourth floors, along with this, according to
National building code of India 2005, stairs to are provided.

The materials used for the construction are RCC blocks, Slabs , bricks
and stones. A team of engineers from Bangalore UVCE inspected
the structural stability of the building and provided the certificate
proving that the building has been constructed using the material
mentioned above. This school building is very comfortable for the

public and students. Its way from NH4, railway line and no heavy
transportation is allowed near the school.

According to the reference letter (3), Taluk health officer, Sira
provided NOC. It says that the school building has hygienic and
healthy purified water facility and clean toilets in every floor. School
ground is cleanly maintained. No defects have been found in the
building. This building has been constructed in 2021. A condition has
been suggested to paint the inner and outer walls of building every
year. Structurally stable certificate has been issued.
